Zero Conditional (General Truths & Habits)
e Formula: If + Present Simple, Present Simple

e Matlab: Aisa hamesha hota hai (scientific truth, routine).

e Hindi mein: “3PR VATEIATE, AT gARMAATEI gIaAT & 1”

e Ifyou heat water, it boils. = 319R JH UTeil IRH HId &, T6 Sl & |

First Conditional (Real Future Possibility)
e Formula: If + Present Simple, will + verb

e Matlab: Agar aisa hua, toh agle samay mein ye g191 (future result).

e Hindi mein: “379X UGT 19T, o 34T 89m|”

(1) Zero Conditional — Habits, facts, scientific truths.

e If the sun sets, it gets dark.

e First Conditional = Plan / Possibility.
